SPECIAL PROVISIONS 
 

GENERAL NOTES: 
 
1. PERFORMANCE AND BASIS OF PAYMENT 
 

Except as modified herein, the various work called for on the Bid Schedule shall be performed, 
measured, and paid for as indicated on said Bid Schedule and as provided in the current IDAHO 
STANDARDS FOR PUBLIC WORKS CONSTRUCTION (ISPWC) as modified by the current 
Highway Standards and Development Procedures for the Association of Canyon County 
Highway Districts (ACCHD Manual), adopted supplements and the Bidding Documents which 
includes the Advertisement for Bids, the Project Bid Form, these Special Provisions, any 
addenda, and the NHD Contracting Manual (which is available upon request). 
 

2.   PRE-QUALIFICATIONS 
 

The Contractor is required to be a current holder of the ISPWC, ACCHD Manual, NHD 
Contracting Manual, and have a current Public Works License for the State of Idaho.  Copies of 
the ISPWC may be obtained from the Local Highway Technical Assistance Council (LHTAC) 
(208-344-0565).  Copies of the ACCHD Manual and NHD Contracting Manual may be obtain 
from the Nampa Highway District Office for $10.00 each or downloaded from the District’s 
Website: http://nampahighway1.com/.  
 

3. BASIS OF QUANTITIES 
 

Unless otherwise specified, all quantities are based upon in place, completed and accepted units.   
 
All items of work on the Unit Price Schedule (within the Bid Form) are identified as contingency 
items, in that the variation in quantities does not apply.  These items of work may vary 
significantly in quantity, without a change in unit price. 
 

4. AWARD OF CONTRACT 
 

The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids. 
 
5. PROJECT MAINTENANCE AND LOCAL ACCESS DURING CONSTRUCTION 
 

The Contractor will be responsible for project maintenance throughout the life of the contract.  
This responsibility includes, but is not limited to, blading, proper and adequate drainage, dust 
control, access for emergency equipment, and access for property owners. 
 
On roadways prepared by Highway District forces paved under this contract, maintenance 
and dust control is required beginning upon notice by NHD that the roadway is ready for 
paving and continuing until the roadway is paved. 
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining both on-site and off-site roadway facilities 
that are adversely affected by construction activities, including hauling.  This maintenance may 
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include, but is not limited to, street sweeping to eliminate tracking (within the project limits, 
adjacent streets, and private driveways and parking lots), and roadway repairs due to truck and 
equipment traffic.  Required maintenance shall be at the discretion of the Engineer. 
 
The cost of all maintenance work shall be considered incidental to other project work and no 
separate payment will be made therefore.  Failure to adequately provide dust control shall be 
grounds for stopping work.  The costs to provide dust control and maintenance by other than the 
Contractor, if required, shall be deducted from the progress estimates. 
 

6. PROTECTION OF EXISTING ITEMS 
 

Damage to Nampa Highway District facilities or any area or items outside the construction limits 
of this project shall be promptly repaired by the Contractor.  The cost to complete such repairs 
shall be considered incidental to the cost of the project. 
 

7. PROPERTY OWNER COORDINATION 
 

Contractor shall coordinate items of work affecting adjacent property with the property owners.  
Continuous access shall be provided to driveways adjacent to the project. 
 

8. ON SITE SUPERVISION 
 

The general Contractor shall provide competent on-site supervision during any and all 
construction activities by his forces, including Subcontractors.  The superintendent shall be 
identified at the preconstruction conference, and shall, at a minimum, be on-site during all 
construction activities from the notice to proceed date to the completion date.  If for any reason 
the superintendent needs to be replaced by the general Contractor, a written notice must be 
submitted to the owner within five (5) working days before the event occurs. 
 

9. SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION 
 

Each paving area group will have a separate substantial completion date based on the date that 
NHD notifies the contractor that the paving area group is ready for paving.  Substantial 
completion is defined as having the paving, and approaches completed.  The Contractor shall 
achieve substantial completion within 14 calendar days from the date of the Notice to Proceed 
(NTP) is given for each paving area group.  The Contractor shall notify the owner upon 
substantial completion, so the owner can complete the project punch list and prepare the 
substantial completion notice.  After the issuance of the substantial completion notice, the 
Contractor will be given seven (7) calendar days to complete all of the project punch list items for 
that paving area group. 
 
If the Contractor has not achieved substantial completion within fourteen (14) calendar days 
and/or finished all contract requirements and/or punch list items after the seven (7) calendar day 
period, the liquidated damages clause of the contract, for that paving area group will be enforced 
by the Owner 
 

10. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 
 
Liquidated damages shall be $1,000 per day for substantial completion and $500 per day for 
ready-for-final payment.  Liquidated damages will be assessed for each paving area group in 
accordance with the general and supplemental conditions of the contract. 
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11. QUALITY CONTROL TESTING 
 

In accordance with article 6.21 and 13.03 of the General Conditions, the Contractor shall provide 
quality control testing throughout the project. 
 
The minimum testing requirements, including type and frequency, are identified in sections 4000 
and 5000 of the ACCHD Manual. 
 
It is expected that the Contractor will control his processes adequately, at or above the minimum 
frequencies specified, so that the Quality Control Testing can be used for Acceptance.   

 
12. QUALITY ASSURANCE TESTING 
 

The Owner reserves the right to complete quality assurance testing for verification of the 
contractor quality control testing program and may use quality assurance for acceptance of work. 

 
Quality Assurance re-testing necessitated by the failure of Quality Control testing of materials 
placed by the Contractor shall be at the Contractor’s expense.  These costs will be deducted from 
progress estimates. 

 
13. WORK TO BE COMPLETED BY OWNER 
 

When applicable, the Contractor shall coordinate with the Owner to incorporate Owner 
completed work items into the contractor’s schedule.  The Owner shall complete the following 
items of work at no cost to the Contractor: 
 

 Permanent Signing 
 Permanent pavement markings 
 Gravel shoulders and shoulder grading after completion of the paving 
 Gravel driveway final grading after completion of the paving

15. PERMITS 
 

The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all required permits for completion of the 
project. 
 

16. APPROACHES 
 

All required work necessary to construct widening at gravel approaches will be included in the 
Gravel Approach Item (SP-200-2).  All required work necessary to construct paved driveway and 
roadway approaches will be included in the Plant Mix Approach Item (SP-200-1).  Materials used 
to construct approaches will be paid under their respective items. 
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17. CONSTRUCTION TRAFFIC CONTROL & PHASING OF CONSTRUCTION 
 

The Contractor shall submit a construction traffic control plan for review prior to construction of 
each paving area group.  The traffic control plan shall identify the various phases of work by the 
Contractor that require modification to the construction traffic control.  The Contractor shall 
coordinate with the Nampa Highway District to setup construction traffic control as the District 
removes their construction traffic control. 
 
All construction traffic control is to be paid under item 1103.4.1.A.1, Construction Traffic 
Control Setup, Maintenance & Removal (one per paving area group) by the Each with the 
exception of traffic control flagging.  Flagging will be paid under item 1103.4.1.I.1, Traffic 
Control Flagging by the Hour. 

 
18. SITE PREPARATION 

 
The Highway District will prepare and grade all the roadway segments on the project.  The base 
material will consist primarily of RABS material from the roadway, NHD may haul in some 
RAP, or gravel, to bring the section up to finished grade.  The Contractor is responsible for finish 
grading and compaction per item SP-100, Preparation of Base.  Any additional gravel, or RAP, 
necessary will be furnished by the Highway District.  NHD will provide a proctor on the base 
material for use by the contractor in meeting the surface compaction requirements 
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MODIFICATIONS TO ISPWC SPECIFICATIONS: 
 
See the ACCHD Manual for the District’s standard modification to the ISPWC requirements.  In addition 
to the modifications shown in the ACCHD Manual, the following modifications apply to this project. 
 
810.4.1.A.1  PLANT MIX PAVEMENT 
 
Plant Mix Pavement shall include the following classes: 
 

Class III, ¾ inch nominal maximum size mix, meeting the requirements of Section 803 of the 
ISPWC as modified in the ACCHD Manual.  Asphalt cement for Class III Plant Mix shall be PG 
58-28 meeting the requirements of Section 805.  Nominal pavement thickness for Class III 
pavement shall be 2.5-inches. 
 
Class II, multi-stockpile, ¾ inch nominal maximum size mix, meeting the requirements of 
Section 803 of the ISPWC as modified in the ACCHD Manual.  Asphalt cement for Class II Plant 
Mix shall be PG 70-28 meeting the requirements of Section 805.  Nominal pavement thickness 
for Class II pavement shall be 3-inches. 

 
Material produced when the plant is operating over its rated capacity or below ½ its rated capacity shall 
be rejected. 
 
Surface Smoothness 
 

Profile the surface of all Class II pavements under this contract in accordance with the ISPWC 
and ACCHD Manual. 
 

This item shall include all costs associated with the furnishing and placement of an asphalt tack coat on 
previously placed asphalt. 
 
Pavement width shall be 26-feet or as directed. 
 
1103.4.1.A.1 CONSTRUCTION TRAFFIC CONTROL 
 
Contractor shall submit Traffic Control Plans for each paving area group prior to commencing work on 
that area. 
 
Construction Traffic Control Plans shall be in accordance with the latest edition of the Manual on 
Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).   
 
The Contractor shall provide for local access during working hours and shall re-open the roadway during 
non-working hours. 
 
Engineer may require field adjustments to signing without additional cost to Owner. 
 
Construction Traffic Control Setup, Maintenance and Removal is measured and paid by the Each, per 
paving area group.  Payment for Construction Traffic Control Setup, Maintenance and Removal for a 
paving area group will be included in the payment application following substantial completion of each 
specific paving area group. 
 
1103.4.1.H.1  TRAFFIC CONTROL FLAGGERS 
 
Employ properly trained, equipped, attired and certified flaggers.   
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No separate payment will be made for show up time, stand by time or relief personnel for flagging, or 
provision of restroom facilities.  These costs shall be considered incidental to the contract unit price for 
flagging.   
 
At the end of each work day the lead flagger shall have flagging hours agreed to by a Resident Project 
Representative. 
 
2010.4.1.A.1  MOBILIZATION 
 
Mobilization is measured and paid by the Each, per paving area group.  Payment for Mobilization for a 
paving area group will be included in the payment application following substantial completion of each 
specific paving area group. 
 
 
SPECIAL PROVISIONS: 
 
 
SP-100 PREPARATION OF BASE 
 
1. General 
 

This item includes finish grading, compaction and surface compaction testing of base 
course placed by Nampa Highway District prior to paving. 
 

2. Materials 
  
 Base material will be furnished and placed by Nampa Highway District. 
 
3. Workmanship 
 

All work shall be accomplished in accordance with the Idaho Standards for Public Works 
Construction, current edition, Section 802 as modified by the ACCHD Manual. 
 
Centerline reference stakes, on 100-ft station on tangents and 50-ft stations on curves, 
will be provided by the Owner for alignment.  Reference stakes are to establish horizontal 
alignment only (not top of base elevation or finished grade).  Any additional surveys 
required shall be furnished by the Contractor and any cost therefore will be considered 
incidental to this item. 
 
The Contractor is responsible for all testing required for the work under this item.  Costs 
associated with testing are considered incidental to this item and no additional payment 
will be made. 
 

4. Measurement and Payment 
 

Payment for this item will be made on a per mile basis (based on a nominal width of 26-
feet).  No additional quantity (or payment) shall be included under this item for additional 
work required for grading and preparation of approaches (paved or gravel).  Prior to 
starting on a paving area group the Contractor and the Resident Project Representative 
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will jointly review each paving area group and agree on the quantities for this item.  All 
costs associated with equipment, labor and incidentals to complete the work is included.

SP-200   APPROACH 
 
1. General 
 

This Item includes miscellaneous costs associated with the replacement of existing 
driveway, field and roadway approaches.  The plant mix required for the approaches will 
be included with the plant mix quantities identified in 810.4.1A.1. 
 
The Contractor and Resident Project Representative will jointly review paving area group 
prior to paving to confirm and agree upon the number of approaches required for each 
paving area group. 
 
Nampa Highway District will provide the initial sawcut at all hard surface (pavement or 
concrete) approach match locations.  The Contractor is responsible for maintaining the 
sawed edge from the notice to proceed date (for a paving area group).  Therefore, 
damaged sawcuts will require a new cut, by the Contractor, at no additional cost to the 
Owner.  If an approach requires a new sawcut to achieve an appropriate approach grade, 
the Nampa Highway District will provide the cut. 
 
All gravel and field approaches require 2-foot pavement widening (beyond the nominal 
pavement width).  Nampa Highway District will provide supplemental gravel (delivered 
to the paving area group site) necessary to grade the gravel approaches following the 
pavement widening. 
 

2. Materials 
 
 Plant Mix Pavement in accordance with 810.4.1.A.1. 
 
3. Workmanship 
 
 Approach width shall match the existing approach. 

 
Nominal plant mix pavement thickness for approaches shall match the main line paving 
thickness. 
 
Contractor shall determine on site, before bidding, the length, widths and other 
characteristics of the approaches. 
 
Asphalt Approach Pavement shall be integral to the Roadway Pavement. 
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4. Measurement and Payment 
 
Plant Mix Approaches will be measured per each, regardless of length, width or fillet 
radii requirements, and includes all costs associated with equipment, labor and 
incidentals to complete approach.  Plant mix approaches will be measured per Each 
sawcut match location. 
 
Gravel Approaches will be measured per each, regardless of length or width, and includes 
all costs associated with equipment, labor and incidentals to complete approach.  
Widening across multiple adjacent gravel approaches, without a break in the widened 
area, will be counted as a single approach.

SP-830   ACCEPTANCE TEST STRIP 
 
1. General 
 

This item includes all labor, equipment and other items necessary to construct a Plant Mix 
Pavement Acceptance Test Strip to verify the plant mix pavement mix design formula proportion 
and, if necessary, to adjust the plant mix formula to meet the project specifications. 
 
The contractor may present data from other projects for approval by the engineer, in lieu 
completing a test strip for the Class II paving.  However the need for completing a test strip will 
be determined by the Engineer. 
 
A test strip will not be required for the Class III paving.  However the contractor shall provide 
test data from another project, if available.  If the there is no test data available from another 
project the contractor shall complete the number of tests required for a test strip during the first 
days paving and submit the results to the engineer within 24 hours. 

 
2. Materials 
 

Plant mix in accordance with 810.4.1.A.1. 
 
3. Workmanship 
 

As soon as a uniform plant mix material is being produced, an Acceptance Test Strip shall be 
constructed in accordance with Idaho T-125.  No further paving will be permitted until required 
material testing has been completed and the test strip is determined to have satisfactory mix 
parameters as defined in Subsection 810.2. 
 
Test strip acceptance shall be dependent on acceptable mix parameters as defined in Subsection 
810.2 (the immersion compression test will not be required for the test strip).  The average test 
results from a minimum of 3 randomly sampled mix samples will be used.  Reheating of the 
sample will be allowed for testing purposes.  Testing will require 48 hours after the Acceptance 
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Test Strip is constructed.  Pavement cores will be taken and used to determine the actual density, 
void content and thickness.  The roller pattern developed during construction of the test strip is 
intended to establish a level of near maximum effort.  If the results of the testing show that the 
mean density is not within the specified range, adjustments to the mixture shall be made and a 
new test strip constructed.  The compactive effort shall not be reduced as a means of increasing 
void content.  If the materials and mixing are not provided as specified for the approved mix 
design, or if the Engineer determines the compactive effort to be inadequate, the Acceptance Test 
Strip shall be removed and a new Acceptance Test Strip, including material, shall be constructed 
at the Contractor’s expense. 
 
Production paving will not commence until the Contractor meets the design parameters listed in 
Subsection 810.2. 
 
A change in asphalt content, gradation, rollers, pavement thickness, mix temperature or other 
conditions as determined may require a new Acceptance Test Strip. 
 
Acceptance test strips required as the result of a change in the Contactor’s operations or 
Contractor requested change in mix design shall be at Contractor’s expense. 

 
4. Measurement and Payment 
 

Acceptance Test Strip will be measured per each, complete in-place, including all labor cost, 
equipment, incidentals, test strip and loss of production while verification testing is being 
completed. 
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for all testing necessary to construct the Acceptance Test 
Strip.  No separate payment will be made for required testing associated with the test strip. 
 
Accepted plant mix material within the test strip shall be measured and paid under Item 810, 
Plant Mix Pavement
