MAP PURPOSE

This map has been developed to identify corridor preservation needs for a coordinated
future regional mobility roadway system. Right-of-Way preservation widths are
designated in the map legend. However, each jurisdiction has the authority to designate
aternate right-of-way preservation widths for roadway corridors shown on this map
under their jurisdiction based on specific corridor studies or needs determined by the

jurisdiction.

Unless specified otherwise, right-of-way dedication along corridors shall be the total
width designated in the legend. It shall be the responsibility of the local responsible
agency/jurisdiction to determine/identify the location of the right-of-way within the
designated corridor. In addition to the standard corridor right-of-way, additional right-of-
way may be required (as determined by the responsible local agency/jurisdiction) at key
intersections to provide for future intersection improvements or grade separated
intersections.

Information on this map is subject to modification as necessary to meet the needs of
individual jurisdictions and to facilitate coordination with adjoining agencies.
